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Do you need something to say? Just start saying the 
patter and dive into the tricks.  
 
Talk about where you learned the trick, where it had 
begun originally, its place throughout history, the 
beauty of the effect, the mystery and or the absurdity 
of it.  
 
You might want to begin telling the people your 
name, the name of your show, what tricks you'll be 
doing, and how long your show is. After all, it is 
always a good idea to educate your audience.  
 
Tell the people where you learned your show, or if you 
put it together yourself and what it was designed for. 
Was it designed for the street? For kids, for adults, 
for families, or all of the above? Tell the people.  
 
Hecklers are a great source of spoken material, 
mentally record what hecklers have said and either 
use it for future material or try and think of it as 
constructive critism if you can find the patience. Most 
of all, just relax and try to have a good time. If you’re 
having a good time, the audience is having a good 
time. 
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
